Course Description 

Intermediate Polish 2 (POL2221) is a continuation of POL2220. The course is intended for the 

students who completed two semesters of Polish Language and Culture and the fall semester of 

the language at the intermediate level or can use the language at the equivalent level and have 

some understanding of Polish customs and history.

After completion of the course the student will be able to: 

• Use common nouns, adjectives and numerals in all seven cases 

• Conduct a short conversation on a familiar topic 

• Use common verbs in past, future and present tense  

• Write and present a short speech on a familiar topic

In-Class Recording
